LEVEL 2 


Disruptive Behaviors


Dressing inappropriately


Using profane, obscene, lewd or abusive language or gestures


Leaving class/school without permission


Repeat occurrences of level 1 infraction


























LEVEL 3





Behaving in a manner that disrupts the educational process


Using profane, obscene, lewd or abusive language or gestures


Lying to, giving false information to, and/or misleading school personnel


Shoving, pushing, or engaging in other similar physical behavior (ie: horseplay), or throwing an object


Engaging in vandalism, graffiti, or other intentional damage to school property or property belonging to staff, students, or others


Sexual conduct on school grounds


Repeat occurrences of level 2 infraction
